4) Any background info. and general description of your products you would like to give and think
would be helpful, including links to your website or Etsy marketplace

If any crafters and artisans need help with any of the above, please let us know as we may be able to
offer some advice or assistance, including assistance with photography and videos.

Customer pick up day will occur at our church (288 Humberside Ave.) in the afternoon of Saturday,
December 11. Vendors are asked to drop off their items on Saturday December 11 from 9:00 am-11:00
am. If they wish, crafters and artisans can choose to arrange other forms of shipping or delivery
without the assistance of St. John's.

To encourage participation in our craft sale, St. John's is again requesting a fee of only 20% of sales
made through this event. Please let us know if you would like to participate and let us know generally
